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Grant to Help Sawmill Workers Learn Safety Skills
MONTGOMERY—A $29,150 grant will help workers at a sawmill in Pickens County boost their job skills and help their company maintain a safe work environment.

McShan Lumber Co. will use the grant to provide safety training to 50 employees. Company officials say workers need extensive and ongoing training in safety and communication to maintain an accident-free work environment at the sawmill. Reduced demand over the past few years has created challenges for the lumber industry, but the grant will help the company continue safety training and avoid layoffs.

Training will focus on safety regulations required by the Occupational Safety and Health Administration. McShan Lumber will contribute $133,835 toward the training costs.


The Incumbent Worker Training grant is awarded through the Governor’s Office of Workforce Development. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs serves as fiscal agent for the funds which were provided to the state by the U.S. Department of Labor. Hunter McShan, president of the company, was notified that the grant had been approved.
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
