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Bentley Awards Grant for Pike County Sheriff
MONTGOMERY – Gov. Robert Bentley has awarded a $20,216 grant to enable the Pike County Sheriff’s Department to track criminals more effectively.

The grant will fund the purchase of a digital fingerprinting system. Rather than submitting inked fingerprint cards manually, submitting the information digitally allows officers to immediately submit and obtain fingerprint information from local, state and federal databases, saving time by getting up-to-date information within minutes rather than days.

The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant from funds made available by the U.S. Department of Justice.
