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Bentley Awards Grant For Marshall County Domestic Violence Unit
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Robert Bentley has awarded a grant to help support Marshall County’s efforts to prosecute domestic violence cases and aid victims.

 The Marshall County District Attorney’s Domestic Violence Unit received $59,950 to continue investigating and prosecuting domestic violence cases in the county. Unit officials also work with court personnel to increase victims’ access to counseling and legal services.

“Domestic violence has devastating and far-reaching effects on its victims,” Bentley said. “I commend the officials, staff and organizations involved with this unit on their efforts to investigate and prosecute these cases and for their compassion for victims.” 

The unit also seeks to educate the public about domestic violence laws and the assistance available to victims. In the coming year, the unit and District Attorney’s Office will conduct four classes to increase public awareness of domestic violence and the laws protecting victims. Unit members also will work with other community agencies to reach out to the county’s Hispanic community.


Last year the District Attorney’s Office prosecuted 52 domestic violence cases.

The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Justice. Local matching funds of $19,983 have been committed to the unit.

Bentley notified James Hutcheson, County Commission chairman, that the grant had been approved.
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
