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Bentley Awards Grant for Water Service in Clay County  
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Robert Bentley has awarded $350,000 to improve living conditions and provide basic services in a Clay County community.  
Funding from the Community Development Block Grant program will supply public water for residents in the Shinbone Valley community. Located at the base of Cheaha Mountain, community residents currently depend on inadequate wells and open streams for their water needs. 

“Community Development Block Grants enable Alabama counties, cities and towns to undertake urgent projects without cutting other vital services or forcing local governments to borrow,” Bentley said. “I am pleased to provide assistance that will improve the lives of residents.”
The Clay County Commission, pending grant approval, contracted with the Cleburne County Water Authority – the nearest water system – to provide public water to residents living along Hammock Drive, Nubbin Creek Road, Ketchemedoggie Road and Clay County Road 66. 

The project entails installing more than 20,000 feet of water line and 15 water hydrants. The county has committed $35,370 in local funding for the project. 
The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the award from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. 
Bentley notified Commission Chairman Roy Johnson that funding had been approved.  
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
