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Bentley Awards Grant to Help Create Jobs in Troy
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Robert Bentley has awarded a $700,000 Community Development Block Grant to help bring 190 new jobs to Troy. 

Golden Boy Foods is opening a manufacturing facility in the city that will employ 130, and KW Plastics Recycling plans to expand its workforce by 60 people. 
CDBG funding will be used to upgrade Troy’s wastewater facility to make it capable of handling additional waste from the two manufacturers. 

 “Helping expand job opportunities for Alabamians is a vital goal of my administration,” Bentley said. “These two ventures demonstrate Troy’s commitment to attracting new industries and assisting existing businesses to grow.”
Golden Boy will locate in the Troy Industrial Park where it will produce nut butter. The Canadian-based company manufactures more than 400 private label and branded food products including peanut butter, nuts and seeds for baking and snacking, trail mixes, and dozens of rice, bean and pea products.
Founded 30 years ago in Troy, KW Plastics has become the nation’s largest supplier of plastic containers for the paint and coatings industry. The company’s plastics recycling division is undergoing a $16 million expansion that includes a new 80,000-square-foot building for the production of a new line of products.  

The grant is being administered by the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs. 
CDBG funds are allocated to Alabama by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. ADECA reviews grant applications and determines which projects to recommend to the governor for approval. 
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
