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Bentley Gives Aid to Lawrence County Domestic Violence Unit
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Robert Bentley has awarded a $13,340 grant for the Lawrence County Commission to continue funding a domestic violence investigation and prosecution unit in the county.

The Lawrence County Domestic Violence Unit, a combined effort of the County Commission and Sheriff’s Department, responds to domestic disturbances, makes arrests and works with victims and offenders to reduce occurrences of domestic violence. 

“Domestic violence can have terrible, long-lasting effects on families,” Bentley said. “I commend the members of the unit for aiding victims and assisting in the prosecution of offenders.”

The unit works with other agencies including the state Department of Human Resources, Safeplace Inc. and the Sheriff’s Department’s Drug Endangered Child Team, to provide victims with resources such as counseling and safe housing while providing abusers with educational programs to break patterns of abuse.

Bentley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Justice Department. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the award.

Bentley informed Bobby Burch, chairman of the County Commission, that the grant had been approved. Matching funds of $4,447 will supplement the award.
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
