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Final Alabama Census Mail Participation at 70 Percent
MONTGOMERY— Alabama has finished the first half of the 2010 Census in good shape, with a mail participation rate of 70 percent. 

The state scored 66 percent in 2000.


A total of 53 Alabama counties exceeded their mail participation rates from 2000, and one county met its previous rate. The mail participation rate is the percentage of forms mailed back by households that received them.

“By taking a few minutes to fill out and mail back the 2010 Census, Alabama’s residents have broken their previous participation record by a significant amount,” Gov. Bob Riley said. “When the census worker comes to your door, please participate in this important civic duty if you have not already been counted. Alabama will not receive the representation and resources it deserves unless everyone is counted.”

Census population data are used to determine representation in Congress and the state legislature, for planning and economic development and to allocate over $400 billion in federal formula grants every year. The grants help fund community services and infrastructure such as hospitals, schools, roads and bridges.      

 U.S. Census Bureau Director Robert Groves said Wednesday that approximately 600,000 census workers would be hitting the streets Saturday for follow-up enumeration. They will be going door-to-door to speak with residents who did not return their questionnaires by mail.
